President’s Message

the annual meeting.  I asked for guidance and everything came through.   
Our congregational direction is clear and in summary is as follows: 

¶ It became clear that Ohav and BTZ are not in agreement as to our goals and direction and 
that our relationship will be better served through appropriate collaboration.  Therefore, we 
have ceased all long term discussions. 

¶ We received about 44 responses at the time that the survey was compiled, although 
additional responses have been received and reviewed since then ς some of the highlights 
include:(in favor of) 

o BTZ should remain participatory ς 42 
o Ongoing Adult Educ. Should continue ς 34 
o Social action is important ς 30 
o Regular Friday night services ς 28 
o Some level of a Rabbi ς 24 
o Creative services ς 23 
o Traditional & combination music -22 
o Religious school -28 
o Collaboration ς 23 
o Congregational  size (150) ς 26 

¶ At the annual meeting there was an appeal by Candy Kwiatek to encourage more of us to

The Task Force committee 
had its first meeting on June 13.

Inspired by new ideas raised at the Congregational meeting, a task force has begun an 

initiative to build on the strengths of Bônai Tzedek and reach out to the community with 

unique programming and events, collaborating with existing groups to help increase our 

base.  The task force has had its first meeting and agreed to focus on a theme of :
